Affairs, New Delhi vide D.O letter No. U 13028/39/2000-CHD, Vol-II, dated 
2211.01 to pay the salary at the minimum of the pay scale with allowance 
may also be implemented where applicable. 

2. Where the trade and employment which are covered under the 
 Minimum Wages Act 1948 (Act No. 11 of 1948) should be paid as per 
 the Act.  However, if the DC Rates are higher than the minimum  wages 
in any category, then D.C. Rates will be paid.  

3. Person employed on monthly basis be paid monthly wages as fixed 
 above irrespective of the holidays. 

1. Persons employed on per day basis should be paid only rates as fixed 
above with weekly rest.
